(Kopunhana, mpum. ayT.) appear to have sought a trenchant solution. Their entry into the church had
been extraordinary. They saw no reason why the newly founded community should be content to
replicate, within itself, the tensionladen compromises of the ordinary world. They would undo the
elementary building blocks of conventional society. They would renounce marriage. Some would
separate from pagan spouses; others would commit themselves to perpetual abstinence from sexual
relations*, crp. 53.
